Cascading Style Sheet (CSS)- consists of sets of formatting rules that create styles
Styles- that can be used to format Web page content
rules- sets of formatting attributes such as font family and font-size
external cascading style sheet- is a single, separate file with a .css file extension that can be attached to a page in a Web site and determines that formatting for various page elements
internal style sheets- are contained in code for an individual Web page and can be embedded or inline style
embedded style- consists of code that is stored in a page's head content
online style- stored in a page's body content
class style- can be used to format any page element, such as a paragraph pf text paragraph of text or an image
HTML style- used to redefine an HTML tag such as changing the color of a horizontal rule
advance or compound style- is used to format combinations of page elements of page elements
related files toolbar- style sheet file name is listed 
Quick Tips:
you may need to maximize your spa.html window to match the figure, even a single word is considered a paragraph if there is a hard return or paragraph break after it, some browsers may be display the square bullets correctly, if not they default to circular bullets, pages formatted with css styles comply with current accessibility standards better than pages that have put used css styles, while internal styles are useful for creating a quick style that you do not expect to used on other pages, external styles are the preferred type because they can be attached to every page in the site,
